KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS COUNCIL 182 ANNOUNCES  
YOUTH FREE THROW CHAMPIONSHIP 

 

     All boys and girls ages 10-14 are invited to participate in the local level of competition for the 2012 KNIGHTS OF 
COLUMBUS FREE THROW CHAMPIONSHIP. The local competition will be held Saturday, January 28, 2012 at 
12:00 p.m. at ICSJ Hill Street Campus in the gymnasium.  
     THE KNIGHTS OF COLUMBUS FREE THROW CHAMPIONSHIP is sponsored annually with winners 
progressing through local, district and state competitions. International champions are announced by the Knights of 
Columbus international headquarters based on scores from the state level competitions. 
     All boys and girls 10-14 years old are eligible to participate and will compete in their respective age divisions. Last 
year more than 150,000 kids participated in over 3,000 local competitions.   
 

AGE SPECIFICATIONS: 
     Ages 10-11 Boys and Girls Competition will shoot from a 12-foot foul line at a 10-foot basket 
     Ages 12-14 Girls Competition will shoot from the regulation foul line,15 feet from a 10-foot basket 
     Ages 12-14 Boys Competition will shoot from the regulation foul line,15 feet from a 10-foot basket 
 

SCORING: 
     Normal basketball rules regarding free throws apply for all levels of competition. Each contestant receives  
3 warm up tosses followed by 15 consecutive free throw attempts from  
the appropriate foul line. To break a tie, contestants take a second round of 5 free throws. Successive rounds of 5 
free throws continue until a winner emerges.  
     All contestants are recognized for their participation in the event. Contact Jerry Burhans at 312.420.1393 or 
jerry.burhans@yahoo.com for entry forms or additional information. Forms will be on hand at the event. Participants 
are required to furnish proof of age and written parental consent. This activity is for fun and community building for 
the Parishes that the Knights of Columbus Council #182 serves.
